• Supervises, and provides leadership and guidance to Inclusion Instructors, Attendants, and volunteers on a daily basis.

• Provides effective first aid treatment and follow up in the event of accidents or injuries. 

• Liaises with children, parents, and staff in a warm and friendly manner. 

• Ability to plan, organize and implement programs to the satisfaction of the Coordinator, Programmer and the

• Ability to work in an independent and responsible manner, without direct supervision.
